• Read all instructions thoroughly before beginning installation.

Step 1.
• Identify the different parts of 

the drawerslide:
a) drawer profile (removable)
b) middle profile
c) cabinet profile
d) trigger finger release

• Identify the type of cabinet you have: Face frame or frameless.

Step 2.
Check that the side clearance between drawer and cabinet side 
is at least 12.7mm (1/2in.) on each side. Maximum allowable 
clearance is 13.5mm (17/32 in.)

Step 3.
Determine where to locate
the drawerslide on the 
cabinet and on the 
drawer. Take into 
consideration the 
clearances required if a
drawer front is attached 
to the drawer. A drawer
front must clear towards
the top, side and bottom 
if a countertop or 
adjoining drawer fronts 
and doors are present.
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Step 4.
Separate the drawer profile from the middle and cabinet profile 
by pushing the disconnect finger release trigger to one side while 
simultaneously pulling it out until it has come all the way out 
and disconnected.

Step 5.
Frameless cabinet application:
• Mark your centerlines on both the cabinet sides and drawer box 

for frameless applications.

• Attach cabinet profile to the inside of cabinet on centerline 
as illustrated with the appropriate screws. 

• Attach drawer profile portion of the slide to the side of the drawer 
on centerline as illustrated with the appropriate screws.

Tip:
Using only 2 screws first in a front and rear
oblong hole will allow fine adjustment up or 
down or in and out before final attachment on
the round holes is made.

Face frame cabinet application (continued):
• Attach drawer profile portion of the slide to the side of the drawer 

on centerline as illustrated with the appropriate screws.

• Slide mounting bracket onto rear of the cabinet profile and slide 
drawer profiles mounted on drawer into the middle profile and all 
the way into the closed position. 

• Position the mounting brackets on the rear inside cabinet and 
mark with a pencil around the sockets. 

• Take drawer back out and align mounting brackets to pencil 
marks, then attach mounting brackets to rear inside cabinet 
with screws.

• Slide drawer profiles mounted on drawer into the middle profile 
and all the way into the closed position.

Step 6
• Check the alignment of the drawer, the drawer front and all the 

clearances before tightening all screws.

• Drawer insertion: Be sure that the ends of the drawer profiles pass
freely thru the black plastic guides on the front of the middle 
profile. Be sure that the ball bearing retainer is pulled forward 
against the black plastic guides on the front of the middle profile 
to allow the tapered ends of the drawer profile to pass in between 
the balls on the retainer. Push drawer all the way in. There may  
be some resistance the first time to synchronize all the balls in  
the retainer. 
Never use force when inserting drawer, damage to the retainers 
may occur.

• Drawers should move smoothly without any binding.

• Installation is now complete.

Tip:
Using only 2 screws first in a front and rear oblong hole will allow fine
adjustment up or down or in and out before final attachment.
For final attachment install screws into the round holes.
