4.		  Mount the left hand slide similarly, locating the screw centerline  
		  of the cabinet member bracket at least 1/4" [6.4 mm] in from  
		  the left side of the opening.

5.		  Keeping the right and left hand slides parallel, install the  
		  remainder of the cabinet member screws.

		

 
6.		  With slides extended, center the shelf and drive the screws up 	
		  through the moving member brackets into the bottom of the  
		  shelf.
