Before Installation:

1. Make sure mounting surface is sturdy enough to hold
the weight of the hose reel and take the stress of use. If
wall mounting, check both the inside and outside of wall
to make sure no electrical or plumbing lines will
interfere with installation.

2. It is recommended to install
a supply line shut-off valve
just before the connection
hose between product
supply line and reel,
fig. 1. This allows easy
maintenance of reel, hose
and control valve or meter.

3. Hose reel mounting
channel kits and product
service labels (fig. 2) are
available for ease of
installation. Consult your
Liguidynamics catalog or
call 800-894-3572 for
specific recommendations
and part numbers.

4. Flush product supply lines
with generous quantities of
product in order to remove
air, loose dirt, scale,
shavings, etc. This will
prevent damage to reels,
meters and control valves.

5. Determine desired
orientation of reel to best
fit your specific installation.
Reels are shipped with
guide arm in position
shown in fig. 3.

Hose Guide Re-Orientation — Open Reels

Depending on the location
of reel installation, it may
be necessary or desirable
to change the orientation
of the hose guide arm as
supplied from Liquidy-
namics, fig. 5c. This is
easily accomplished as
follows:

Note: It is not necessary to relieve spring tension when
repositioning the guide arm. Follow directions below to
re-position guide arm without relieving spring tension.

1. Latch drum by pulling out hose until latch key engages,
thus preventing reel retraction.

2. While drum is latched, loosen and remove (2 ea.) 4 mm
Allen screws on each side of hub, screws “A” and “B”,
fig. 6a and éb.

A CAUTION

Do not remove all four Allen screws on either side of reel,
at once, this will cause spring tension to be relieved
suddenly, possibly causing reel damage.

3. Loosen screws “C" and “D”
on both sides of hub just
enough to allow hose guide
arm (fig. 6a & fig. 6b) to be
repositioned as shown in
fig.5b. It may be necessary
to slightly pull the guide
arm toward swivel side of
reel in order to clear screw,
item “E”, fig. 6a.

4. Tighten screws “C” and “D”
(fig. 6a and 6b) to secure
guide arm in ceiling mount
position, fig. 5b. Reinstall
and tighten screws “A” and
“B" (fig. 6a and 6b). If it is
desired to position guide
arm to top discharge
position, fig. 5a, skip to
instruction #6 below.

5. Pull hose to release latch
spring. Hose reel is now ready for ceiling mount use.

6. With hose still in latched position, loosen and remove
screws “C” and “D” on both sides of reel hub.

7. Slightly loosen screw “A” and “B” to allow guide arm to
be repositioned to position shown in fig. 5a (top
discharge tank or floor mount).

8. Tighten screws “A” and “B” and reinstall screws “C” and
“D", fig. 6a and éb, on both sides of reel hub.

9. Pull hose to release latch spring. Hose reel is now ready
for top discharge, tank or floor mounting use.

Note: Hose length protruding
from reel may be adjusted by
relocating the ball stop shown
in fig, 7. To relocate ball stop,
loosen 2 each, 4mm Allen
screws “A” and move ball
stop to desired location and
retighten Allen screws.

Connecting (Jumper) Hose

Note: Use an appropriately rated thread sealant such as
Loctite® 545 on all hose connections to ensure a leak
free connection.

Liquidynamics hose reels are provided with a two foot
connecting hose. Attach rigid end of hose to inlet swivel
of hose reel, fig. 11. Ensure that connecting hose is
routed through “keeper” as shown, fig. 11b. This reduces
tension and wear on reel swivel thus ensuring maximum
swivel life.
