1. Make sure incoming pressure does not exceed 300 PSI

2. Use proper eye protection when assembling and using this hose reel.

3. Assemble the hose reel on a clean workbench free of debris and moisture.

4. Use soap and water when checking for air leaks

5. Do not expose fingers or hands directly to a pressurized air hose, as it could result in severe bodily injury or even death.
6. Keep children away from the work area.

General Safety:

. Keep work area clean. Cluttered areas invite injuries.

. Observe work area conditions. Don not expose to rain. Keep work area well lighted. Do not use electrically powered tools in the presence of flammable gases or liquids.

. Keep children away. Children must never be allowed in the work area. Do not let them handle machines, tools, extension cords, or air hoses.

. Store idle equipment. When not in use, tools must be stored in a dry location to inhibit rust. Always lock up tools and keep out of reach of children.

10. Disconnect air supply. Disconnect air hose when not in use.

11. Stay alert. Watch what you are doing. Use common sense. Do not operate any tool when you are tired.

12. Check for damaged parts. Before using any tool, any part that appears damaged should be carefully checked to determine that it will operate properly and perform its intended
function. Check for alignment and binding of moving parts; any broken parts or mounting fixtures; and any other condition that may affect proper operation. Any part that is damaged
should be properly repaired or replaced by a qualified technician.

13. Guard against electric shock. Prevent body contact with grounded surfaces such as pipes, radiators, ranges, and refrigerator enclosures.

INSTALLATION & OPERATION

Installation of Reel:

Note -

1. Install reel at least 10 ft. from the floor when mounting on ceiling.

2. This reel does not include the hardware for mounting. Decide
where you are going to mount your reel, and purchase the
appropriate hardware for a safe and secure mount.

-

. The reel Mounting Base has two 1/2" (or 12.7mm) wide slots for
easy installation, and two 1/2" (or 12.7mm) drilled holes. You may
refer to the Mounting Pattern (figure 3) for help with locating a
safe and appropriate space to mount your reel on the floor,
ceiling or wall.

2. This reel comes with an adjustable Guide Arm which can be angled according to the location the reel is mounted (see figure 2).

Figure 2

a. Pull out a length of hose and latch reel
b. Remove the bolts (4) connecting the Guide Arm and Support Post
c. Adjust the Guide Arm to the proper position, insert bolts (4) and tighten.

3. Place four bolts (1/2" or 12.7mm) through the four holes in the Mounting Base and tighten to floor, ceiling or wall so that reel can be fastened into position.

4. Apply pipe seal tape or thread sealant to Inlet Hose threads and attach one end to Reel Inlet. Connect the other end to the outlet of air source.

Note —

1. You must have a FLEXIBLE inlet hose

2. A swivel type connector is reréuired on air compressor ) ) _ _ )

3. Apply pipe seal tape or thread sealant to Outlet Hose Fitting. Attach outlet to air tools. Check connections for leakage, and Hose Reel for correct operation (see Operation section).

4. If Hose Stopper adjustment is required, latch the Hose at the required length, loosen stopper bolts, move stopper to desired position and tighten stopper bolts. Unlatch the hose.



INSTALLATION & OPERATION CONTINUED

Operation:

1. Check reel for correct operation by slowly pulling out the hose. A “clicking” noise will be heard every half revolution of the drum.

2.TO LATCH the reel, pull out the hose and allow it to retract after hearing the first, second or third “click.”

3. TO UNLATCH, slowly pull out the hose until the “clicking” noise stops, then let the hose retract until the Hose Stopper rests against the Hose Guide,
Note —

Do not let the hose retract without restraining recoil speed. Never release the hose when rewinding.

4. Periodically check the hose and swivel for wear and leakage.

Adjustment of Reel Tension:
1. Disconnect Inlet Hose.
2. Pull out approximately 6 ft. (or 2m) of hose and latch the drum.
3. Add one wrap of hose to the drum to increase tension
or remove one wrap of hose to decrease tension,
4. Unlatch the drum and check tension.
5. Reconnect Inlet Hose.

Replacement of Swivel Seal:

1. Remove Inlet Hose from swivel.

2. Disconnect hose from swivel.

3. Unscrew swivel from shaft.

4. Remove circlip on swivel; pull out shaft from body.
5. Replace the seals and reassemble swivel.

6. Fit hose to swivel then fit swivel to reel properly.
7. Reattach Inlet Hose.

Replacement of Spring Canister:
. Pull out approximately 3 ft. (1m) of hose and latch the drum.
2. Disconnect outlet air tools and hose stopper.
3. Carefully unlatch the reel and firmly hold the drum.

Allow the drum to slowly unwind until it stops.
4. Remove the swivel, retaining ring and spacer.
5. Remove the two or four nuts located on the base side, inside the drum cavity. Do not attempt to remove the spring canister nuts.
6. Pull the spring canister off the drum axle.

. Reverse the above procedure to re-assemble.
. Rewind the reel by turning the drum three complete turns in the clockwise direction (from the swivel side) and latch the drum.
. Feed the hose through the hose guide, fit hose stopper, then unlatch the drum. The hose stopper should sit snugly against the hose guide.

Replacement of Hose:

1. Securely stabilize the reel.

2. Pull out all the hose and lock the reel in that position.

CAUTION: Make sure the reel is securely locked and will not rotate back.

3. Remove hose clamps from hose.

4. Carefully disconnect hose from swivel joint on side of reel and remove old hose.

5. Remove hose guard and hose stopper from old hose and fit these parts to the new hose in the same position.

6. Feed the new hose MALE fitted end through the four-roller guide arm and through the cutout slot on the drum flange.
7. The MALE fitting should now be on the outside of the drum. Apply pipe seal tape or thread sealant and connect hose fitting to the swivel joint. Secure hose rigid with hose clamp.
Note —

The hose clamp restrains the hose when fully extended from pulling its fitting out at the swivel joint.

8. Carefully release the locking ratchet and slowly allow the hose to retract onto the reel.
